Dear WGQ Contracts Subcommittee Participants, 

During the June 26, 2025, the WGQ Executive Committee reviewed the recommendation for 2025 WGQ Annual Plan Item 4, and determined to remand the recommendation back to the WGQ Contracts Subcommittee for further review consistent with the discussion during the meeting.  To address the direction provided by the WGQ Executive Committee, the WGQ Contracts Subcommittee has scheduled a one-hour introductory call for Thursday, July 24, 2025.

During the meeting, the subcommittee will kick off discussions with an overview of the Base Contract for Sale and Purchase of Hydrogen, consider the development of a FAQ Document and a Canadian Addendum, and evaluate the feedback provided by the WGQ Executive Committee. To support this activity, the Chair will prepare a draft FAQ Document, Canadian Addendum, and a Chair’s Workpaper that notes the items flagged during the meeting.
