Standard 013-2.6.8.1 FULL_TRANSFER- Transfers of All Capacity and 


Standard 013-2.6.8.2 – PART_TRANSFER-Transfer of Partial Capacity


Description:

The transfer standards are inconsistent and incomplete in their listing of the request types that have been purchased from the Primary Provider. The key requirement in the standards is that the service was purchased from the Primary Provider. Adding e.g. to the parenthetical in both standards will clarify that the listing of service types within the parenthetical is intended to be an example and not a definitive and limiting listing. Adding DEFERRAL to the request types listed in the parenthetical in 2.6.8.1 corrects the FULL_TRANSFER standard. Adding RENEWAL, Firm REDIRECT, DEFERRAL and MATCHING to the request types listed in the parenthetical in 2.6.8.2 corrects the PART_TRANSFER standard.
4.  Use of Proposed Standard or Enhancement (include how the standard will be used, documentation on the description of the proposed standard, any existing documentation of the proposed standard, and required communication protocols): 

The existing standards will be modified to make a more complete and consistent standard as

outlined below (changes appear in red):

Standard 013-2.6.8.1 states:

(Excerpt) The transmission service rights being transferred must have been purchased from the Primary Provider (REQUEST_TYPE of ORIGINAL, RENEWAL, Firm REDIRECT or MATCHING with Primary Provider as SELLER). It is the opinion of SPP that the request type of DEFERRAL was inadvertently omitted from the list of qualified request types since a DEFERRAL is also purchased from the Primary Provider. SPP ask that DEFERRAL be added in the parenthetical and that e.g. be added so that everyone is clear that the parenthetical is an example list, not an extensive and limiting list. (e.g. REQUEST_TYPE of ORIGINAL, RENEWAL, Firm REDIRECT, DEFERRAL or MATCHING with Primary Provider as SELLER)

Standard 013-2.6.8.2  

(Excerpt) The transmission service rights being transferred must have been purchased from the Primary Provider (REQUEST_TYPE of ORIGINAL with primary Provider as SELLER) or transferred from another Transmission Customer (REQUEST_TYPE of PART_TRANSFER or FULL_TRANSFER with that Transmission Customer as SELLER). Corrected language should reflect same types as FULL_TRANSFER standard. The transmission service rights being transferred must have been purchased from the Primary Provider (e.g. REQUEST_TYPE of ORIGINAL, RENEWAL, Firm REDIRECT, DEFERRAL or MATCHING with Primary Provider as SELLER)

The corrected language will allow for a more complete and consistent standard and clarify the listings as only an example and not a definitive list.
