Title:

Add a new data element to NAESB WGQ Standard No. 3.4.1 Transportation/Sales Invoice, NAESB WGQ Standard No. 3.4.2 Payment Remittance, NAESB WGQ Standard No. 3.4.4 Service Requester Level Charge/Allowance Invoice and any related datasets, as needed.

Description:

NAESB WGQ 3.4.1 Transportation/Sales Invoice, NAESB WGQ Standard No. 3.4.2 Payment Remittance and NAESB WGQ 3.4.4 Service Requester Level Charge/Allowance Invoice all need the ability to identify the payee’s international SWIFT banking code.  In addition, the NAESB WGQ Standard No. 3.4.2 Payment Remittance dataset will need to add the “SWT” Payment Method Code value.  This value already exists in the ASC X12 Guide for payments utilizing the Society for Worldwide Interbank Financial Telecommunications (S.W.I.F.T.)  Any related datasets should also be reviewed.
S.W.I.F.T., also known as BIC (Bank Identifier Code), financial codes are standardized identifiers used to uniquely identify banks and financial institutions worldwide, enabling secure, accurate, and efficient communication for international financial transactions. These codes function as a global banking “address,” allowing institutions to route payment instructions, foreign exchange settlements, securities transactions, and other interbank messages through the S.W.I.F.T. network with confidence that they will reach the correct destination. While S.W.I.F.T. itself does not hold or transfer funds, its encrypted messaging system ensures that payment instructions are clearly understood across different countries, banking systems, and regulatory environments, reducing errors, delays, and the risk of fraud. As a result, SWIFT/BIC codes are essential infrastructure for global finance, supporting the reliability and interoperability of cross‑border banking and capital markets.

The additional data element allows the TSP to include their SWIFT or BIC banking code on their invoices, when applicable.  These codes uniquely identify banks in international transactions, allowing secure, accurate and standardized routing of financial messages so cross‑border payments reach the correct institution without delay or error.
TSPs that utilize international banks may add these data elements to ensure payments are directed to the proper financial institution. 

6.  Estimate of Incremental Specific Costs to Implement Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

The requested data elements are Sender’s Option or Business Conditional and are not required unless they are used by the TSP.  Potential cost impacts would exist for Transportation Service Providers who utilize the data element and Service Requesters making related electronic payments.
