Opening Remarks/Administrative 
Ms. Kiselewich opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Cummings read the antitrust guidelines.  Participants introduced themselves in the room and on the phone.
Mr. Loper moved, seconded by Ms. Hindes, to adopt the agenda as drafted.  The motion passed without objection. 
The DSM-EE Subcommittee reviewed the minutes from the September 30, 2009 meeting.  Mr. Rodriquez moved, seconded by Mr. Precht, to adopt the minutes.  The motion passed without objection.  
3.
Update from the Wholesale Electric Demand Response Work Group on the development of more technical M&V standards 
Mr. Breidenbaugh provided the update.  Since the last subcommittee meeting the wholesale demand response work group has met twice to review the IRC matrix, which describes the various programs of the ISO/RTOs.  The work group has focused the way in which the ISO/RTOs currently perform M&V on the products they provide, beginning with Maximum Base Load in energy and capacity products and Baseline Type I and II in energy products.  The ultimate goal is to complete the review of the matrix to determine where common approaches may be developed.  
In February, the WEQ EC gave the wholesale demand response work group the task of developing a scope.  Several attempts have been made to determine the scope of the work group but no agreement has been reached.  At the last WEQ EC meeting the wholesale demand response work group asked for guidance on this issue and Ms. York created an EC DR Task Force to develop the scope of the work group.  The task force consists of one EC member from each segment of the quadrant, Alan Johnson, Alan Pritchard, Cathy Wesley, Roy True, Luann Westerfield and Daryl McGee.  The co-chairs of the work group have agreed to proceed in accordance with the direction received from this task force.  The EC DR Task Force will have their work complete prior to the next wholesale demand response work group meeting on November 19.
Ms. McQuade urged participants to review the FERC NOPR and comments that were received.

4.
Discussion of the next steps for the retail demand response work group and the results of the Retail Electric Executive Committee vote and member ratification for the Retail Demand Response Recommendation
The Retail EC met on October 2, 2009 to review and vote on the retail demand response recommendation.  The EC accepted several non-substantive amendments to the recommendation and approved the recommendation as modified via notational ballot and it is currently out for ratification.  The EC reviewed the remaining comments and voted to reject Summit Blue’s comments that were not specific enough to be addressed and a comment to restrict the standards to only dispatchable products and services.  They also voted to send the comments submitted by the Association of Home Appliance Manufacturers to the Smart Grid task force, as that was a more appropriate group to address those concerns.  The rest of the comments will be sent back to the retail demand response work group for further review.  If the retail demand response work group makes changes to the standards, then those changes will be voted upon by the Retail ECs.  Mr. Newcomb will continue to chair the retail demand response work group.  
5.
Update from the Energy Efficiency Task Force
 Mr. Winkler reviewed the task force work paper and the technical specifications necessary to verify the performance of demand resources listed on the second page of the document.  PJM and ISO New England have M&V standards already enforced in their capacity products, which may be a good starting point for wholesale standards to be created by NAESB.  PJM and ISO New England are currently the only ISO/RTOs allow energy efficiency to participate as a demand response in their energy products.  
Ms. Michals presented a slideshow presentation on the regional EM&V forum.  The purpose of the project is to develop common consistent protocols or guidelines for estimating and reporting energy efficiency savings, costs and emission impacts.  The project has the potential to be helpful to NAESB as the energy efficiency standards are developed.  For wholesale energy efficiency there are non-NAESB standards used in two capacity markets but the retail standards may be more complicated to develop because there are many retail jurisdictions.  It will be important to recognize the different policy and market needs.  The KEMA project referenced in the slide show involves New England, New York, New Jersey, Maryland, Washington DC, California, Oregon and Canada (with a focus on Ontario).  
A question arose regarding the level of detail NEEP is hoping to gain from these projects.  The goal of the NEEP project is to develop examples of measures and recommended guidelines based on best practices.  NAESB standards are not designed to set policy; the model business practices and technical standards are developed to implement policy that others have set or have been determined by the market.  
Ms. McQuade explained the NAESB process to those in the meeting that were unfamiliar with it.  In the NAESB standards development process the wholesale and retail quadrants develop standards or model business practices the same way.  Careful records are kept during the development process so interested parties can review how decisions were made.  The request for the development of the retail energy efficiency standards began with a request from the North Carolina Public Utility Commission.  

6. Next Steps and Meetings
Volunteers to co-chair the retail energy efficiency work group include Kevin Warren, Julie Michals, Deanna Kirn, Rodney Sobin and Joe Loper.  
Volunteers to co-chair the wholesale energy efficiency work group include Joe Loper, Pat McDonald, Gene Fry, Doug Smith and David Jacobson.
Participants were encouraged to reach out to other interested parties in an effort to increase diversity, especially in leadership roles.  The NAESB office will begin scheduling the energy efficiency work group conference calls as soon as the co-chair lists are finalized.
Ms. McQuade also provided an update on the Smart Grid activities.  Much of the work NAESB is doing in demand side management will be impacted by the standards created for the Smart Grid.  NAESB has been actively involved in the Smart Grid efforts and was assigned priority action plans 3, 4 and 9 for price modeling, distributed energy resources and demand response.  The smart grid task force is currently developing use cases which may become model business practices.  There is a large distribution list that any interested party can join to monitor the progress of the task force.  There is a smaller exploder list for the drafting participants, who are meeting twice a week.  There is a Smart Grid meeting in Denver in November where NAESB will provide an update on the use cases it is developing.
