Barry’s comments:

EPSA would like to congratulate the subcommittee on the work done on this standard since it was remanded by the Executive Committee in November.  This standard, which follows the EC Task Force conference call with FERC staff in January, represents a very substantial improvement over the remanded standard and, in our opinion, deserves the support of the Executive Committee and membership.

We submit for the EC’s consideration, only the following minor suggestion which we believe would increase the clarity of the standard, but not make any change to its substance.

Paul’s comments:
The following are comments of OATI on the Recommendation for Rollover Rights on Redirect.  Of significant note, there appears to be some confusion over the wording versus the intent of Standard 9.7.8 (and related sub standards), and the application of that standard in Examples 11 and 15 particularly.  If the intent is that the capacity granted for the remaining term of the Parent Reservation to the Redirect shall always be limited to at most the Capacity Eligible for Rollover, there should be changes to the Standard made to more accurately reflect that intent.  If, however, the Standard stands as written, several Examples must be revised to reflect that the capacity redirected may be greater than the capacity eligible for rollover that is conveyed from the Parent Reservation.  In either case, the cited examples must be made internally consistent to whichever direction is chosen.
Paul’s additional comments: 
The following are ancillary comments of OATI on the Recommendation for Rollover Rights on Redirect to address a Subcommittee direction taken in handling a Redirect that may have a limited Capacity Eligible to Redirect due to prior queued renewals.   Only thespecific changes of consequence for this one aspect of this standard are addressed.  OATI’s prior comments are still applicable and should be considered in addition to the changes below ASSUMING that the result of formal comments does not change or reverse this direction.
Barbara’s comments:

Please consider the following comment:

Adding language to WEQ 001-9.7.5 to read:

Any request to convey rollover rights on a Redirect that is less than 12 months in duration shall not be allow to subsequently waive the conveyance of rollover rights; however, the Transmission Customer may withdraw such Redirect request, prior to confirmation of the Redirect.

Jim/Marie’s comments:

The following are comments of OATI on the Recommendation for Rollover Rights on Redirect.  Of significant note, there appears to be some confusion over the wording versus the intent of Standard 9.7.8 (and related sub standards), and the application of that standard in Examples 11 and 15 particularly.  If the intent is that the capacity granted for the remaining term of the Parent Reservation to the Redirect shall always be limited to at most the Capacity Eligible for Rollover
, there should be changes to the Standard made to more accurately reflect that intent. In either case, the cited examples must be made internally consistent to whichever direction is chosen.
Daryl’s comments:

Southern Company would like to take this opportunity to thank the sub-committee on the tremendous effort that has been placed into the drafting (and re-drafting) of this standard. Their commitment to this standard is exemplary and is to be commended.  

Southern Company feels that as currently drafted, this Recommendation may conflict with and may not be consistent
 with existing FERC Orders.  Southern Company is hesitant to fully support a NAESB standard that does not complement FERC Orders, but in effect attempts to rewrite them.  As such, we respectfully urge the NAESB-EC members to consider the following comments when deciding on whether to approve the standard as written.
Comments

While it is obvious that NAESB is able to put forth standards that enhance FERC Orders, it is not necessarily clear that NAESB should develop standards that potentially conflict with a FERC Order.

On the January 8, 2009 conference call, a statement was made by FERC staff that it did not necessarily see a problem with developing a standard that allows the customer a choice of paths for the Rollover Rights.  As a reminder however, FERC staff was clear to say that they were only providing their views and opinions on FERC policy and did not speak on behalf of the Commission.  Unfortunately, a significant portion of this standard is based on the comment made by FERC staff which was provided in an informal method (i.e., unexpectedly during a phone conference).

Concerns

Southern Company’s major concern with this standard surrounds two key issues that potentially conflict with FERC Order 890 and 890-A:

1. The ability for the customer to select the path on which rollover rights will exist if the parent reservation is redirected to the end of the term.

FERC has clearly stated that rollover rights follow the redirect if the redirect is for the remaining term of the contract.
 While it may be acceptable to provide a customer an option on which path to retain rollover rights, this should not be addressed by NAESB as a definitive part of the standard.  Rather this could be a business practice decision for each Transmission Provider to make.

While this issue was raised in the conference call with FERC staff on January 8, 2009, staff stated that they did not see a problem with creating a standard that allowed customer choice of path for Rollover Rights.  However, it is unclear how much consideration the staff placed into this statement and if any consideration was given to any potential drawbacks.
Considering the development of the Transmission Service Agreement (“TSA”) in support of the OASIS reservation, if the customer has the ability to “waive the right” to convey and elects to do so, language must be added to the pro forma TSA that reflects the understanding between the Transmission Customer and the Transmission Provider.  Solely having a field in OASIS to denote the conveyance is not necessarily binding.  The addition of this language to a TSA would render the agreement non-conforming and would require a paper filing at the Commission for each such agreement. This would add additional burden to both the Transmission Provider to make a filing and to FERC who would have to review and accept (or not) each agreement instead of using the Electronic Quarterly Report for filing.


The standard (as written) provides flexibility to the customer in creating the option to select the path on which to have Rollover Rights.  However, flexibility for the customer may be reduced by forcing the Transmission Provider to calculate an explicit value that caps the amount of rollover on the original path, instead of including a limitation on the rollover to be addressed at the time renewal is requested.

2. The requirement for the Transmission Provider to delay a TSR evaluation.

As written, the standard at 001-9.7.5 states:

The Transmission Provider shall evaluate and resolve any pending, prior queued requests to exercise rollover rights (renewal requests) on the Parent Reservation prior to evaluating the Redirect with Rollover request.

As an example, if a renewal request and redirect are submitted at effectively the same time, there is no distinction in terms of time to evaluate under the pro forma Tariff.  Per 9.7.5 of the standard, if the renewal request is evaluated first and subsequently the customer decides not to execute the renewal agreement and falls back to the redirect, a few weeks may have passed and given the standard as written, no evaluation would have been performed on the redirect (i.e., the Transmission Provider waited to resolve the renewal and is now in jeopardy of being late on the system impact study for the redirect).

Currently, Southern Companies evaluate renewal requests that have limitations identified in the original agreement. These evaluations follow the pro forma Tariff study timeline and are subject to the study metrics, as are any subsequently-queued requests to redirect the service.  In adhering to this standard as drafted, Southern Companies and other Transmission Providers may be unable to meet the study metrics in FERC Order 890.
The ability to complete the required studies for a Redirect in the FERC timeline could be compromised if a Renewal and Redirect are submitted simultaneously, regardless of whether evaluation of the Renewal is required. FERC has not allowed exemptions from the metrics requirements
 and this standard does not contemplate or ask for such an exemption for these types of situations.
Bill’s comments:
The following organizations jointly submit these formal comments on the draft standard for Redirects and Rollover Rights for the ESS/ITS’ review and consideration:

MISO, PJM, SPP, ISO-NE, NYISO, ERCOT and IESO

Please note that ERCOT and IESO are not under FERC jurisdiction and do not offer physical transmission rights, and the NYISO and ISO-NE also do not offer physical transmission rights or services through their FERC-approved Tariff.

Specific Comment - 001-9.7.8.2

We do not support the ability of the Transmission Customer (TC) to submit pending multiple requests for Redirect with Rollover Rights as presently included in the draft standard.  This additional optionality will result in unreasonable burden on the Transmission Provider (TP).  Each set of requests for simultaneous redirection of the same transmission capacity requires the TP to split the existing cases.  Each subsequent set of simultaneous redirection requests causes geometric growth of the iterations of studies the TP must perform.  Furthermore, the exisitng OASIS functionality will not have the ability to accurately support and account for pending, multiple requests.  The TC should only have the ability to submit Redirect Requests up to the original Reserved Capacity of the parent reservation.  If any of those Redirect requests are refused due to lack of ATC/AFC, only then can additional Redirect requests be submitted.  Again, the sum of all requests for Redirect with Rollover Rights is limited to the original Reserved Capacity of the parent, less any confirmed Redireccts for the same time period.  

The following  revision to 001-9.7.8.2 is provided

The Transmission Customer shall be allowed to submit cumulative Redirect Requests only up to the original Reserved Capacity of the Parent reservation.  Capacity Eligible for Rollover on Redirect Requests shall also be limited by the current Capacity Eligible for Rollover on the parent.
Co-chairs comments:
The changes proposed below are not intended to change the essence of the draft standards. The proposed changes are intended to standardize capitalizations and terminology and to correct cites to WEQ-001. Additional, changes are proposed to address many of the concerns raised by the BPS formal comments.

3.  RECOMMENDATION

SUMMARY:


The Commission has issued various clarifications on its intended policy regarding the granting of rollover (renewal, evergreen) rights to requests for Redirect on a Firm Basis in Orders 676, 890 and 890-A.  The following recommendation is a  modification to WEQ-001-9.7 to reflect these clarifications in policy and implement the necessary standards for treatment of rollover rights for requests to Redirect on a Firm Basis.

Please refer to Section 4(a) for information related to the relevant FERC rulings, and Section 4(d) for the rationale behind the specific recommendations presented.

This recommendation addresses the WEQ 2009 Annual Plan Item2(a)(ii)(3):  Revisions to Standard 9.7

Customer Capacity Purchase Request (transrequest)

The Customer Capacity Purchase Request (Input) (transrequest) is used by the Customer to request the purchase of transmission services or request changes to previously submitted reservations for transmission services. The response simply acknowledges that the Customer's request was received by the OASIS Node. It does not imply that the Seller has received the request. Inputting values into the reference Data Elements is optional.

CUSTOMER_CODE and CUSTOMER_DUNS shall be determined from the registered connection used to input the request.

Supporting "profiles" of service, which request different capacities and/or price for different time periods within a single request, is at the discretion of the Primary Provider. Continuation records may be used to indicate requests for these service profiles; use of continuation records is only supported when using the CSV Format upload of Template data. Each segment of a profile is represented by the set of Data Elements START_TIME, STOP_TIME, CAPACITY_REQUESTED, and BID_PRICE which define the intervals in time over which the specified capacity and price values apply. The initial segment of a profile is defined by the START_TIME, STOP_TIME, CAPACITY_REQUESTED, and BID_PRICE Data Elements specified in the first or only record submitted; subsequent segments are specified in continuation records each containing the appropriate START_TIME, STOP_TIME, CAPACITY_REQUESTED, and BID_PRICE  values defining the segment. 

For requesting transmission services which include multiple paths, the following fields may be specified using continuation records: PATH_NAME, POINT_OF_RECEIPT, and POINT_OF_DELIVERY. Supporting multiple paths or multiple POINT_OF_RECEIPT and POINT_OF DELIVERY is at the discretion of the Provider.

The earliest START_TIME and latest STOP_TIME indicate the overall requested period of service and cannot be modified by subsequent actions.  

When a valid request is received at the OASIS Node, the TSIP assigns a unique ASSIGNMENT_REF value and queues the request with a time stamp. The STATUS for the request is QUEUED. The IMPACTED counter is initially set to 0. REQUEST_TYPE must be specified. If the SELLER is not the Primary Provider, REQUEST_TYPE must be one of RESALE, FULL_TRANSFER, or PART_TRANSFER.

If the new request is modifying an existing transmission reservation, the Data Elements REQUEST_TYPE and RELATED_REF must be entered. RELATED_REF contains the ASSIGNMENT_REF for the transmission reservation being modified, and REQUEST_TYPE must be one of MATCHING, REDIRECT, DEFERRAL, RENEWAL, RELINQUISH, or a Primary Provider registered value.

Specification of a value YES in the PRECONFIRMED field authorizes the TSIP to automatically change the STATUS field in the transstatus Template to CONFIRMED when that request is ACCEPTED by the Seller.

Specification of a value Y in the ROLLOVER_WAIVED field indicates to the Transmission Provider that the Transmission Customer is voluntarily waiving the conveyance of any potential on-going rollover (Renewal) rights that may otherwise be available in association with the requested service.

Status of Customer Purchase Request/Reservation (transstatus)

The Status of Customer Purchase Request/Reservation (transstatus) is provided upon the request of any Customer or Provider to indicate the current status of one or more reservation records. Users may also view any transaction's status. However, the SOURCE and SINK may be masked for User requests until Transmission Providers must make source and sink information available at the time the request status posting is updated to show that a transmission request is confirmed. 

Continuation records may be returned in association with a transmission reservation to convey information regarding: 1) sale or assignment of transmission rights on the secondary market (reassignments), 2) profiled requests, or 3) service over multiple paths.  Each continuation record associated with a transmission reservation shall be identified by the CONTINUATION_FLAG Data Element set to 'Y' and include the ASSIGNMENT_REF Data Element.  

When a transmission reservation request acquires its rights to transmission service as the result of a sale or assignment of transmission rights on the secondary market, the identity of the original reservation, capacity, and time interval over which rights are assigned to the new reservation are defined by the Data Elements REASSIGNED_REF, REASSIGNED_CAPACITY, REASSIGNED_START_TIME, and REASSIGNED_STOP_TIME. These Data Elements will be returned in continuation records when more than one set of reassignment information is associated with a reservation. 

If the transmission reservation has an associated profile, either as a result of the Transmission Customer’s submission of CAPACITY_REQUESTED and/or BID_PRICE varying over time (support for Customer reservation profiles is at the discretion of the Provider or the Seller’s offering of partial service or negotiation of price, the set of data elements for START_TIME, STOP_TIME, CAPACITY_REQUESTED, BID_PRICE, CAPACITY_GRANTED, OFFER_PRICE and CEILING_PRICE will be returned in continuation records for each segment of the request/reservation profile.  

If the Provider supports reservations submitted on multiple paths, continuation records specifying PATH_NAME, POINT_OF_RECEIPT, and POINT_OF_DELIVERY associated with the reservation would be returned in continuation records. 

The AFFILIATE_FLAG will be set by the TSIP to indicate whether or not the Customer is an affiliate of the Primary Provider. The NEGOTIATED_PRICE_FLAG will be set by the TSIP to indicate whether the OFFER_PRICE is higher, lower, or the same as the BID_PRICE. Any time that a confirmed transmission reservation's rights to schedule up to the amount of CAPACITY_GRANTED is reduced, either due to secondary market sales, partial displacements, Provider initiated "recalls" of capacity, etc., the IMPACTED Data Element shall be incremented. Specific information regarding the MW level and reason for reduction in reserved capacity is viewable using the reduction Template.

The PRIMARY_PROVIDER_APPROVAL data element is set by the Primary Provider to indicate their approval of PART_TRANSFER and FULL_TRANSFER requests.  In all other types of transmission requests, this element will be null.

The PRIMARY_PROVIDER_PROVISIONS data element is set to ‘Y’ by the Primary Provider when certain provisions are imposed on the reservation that may be viewed by issuing a query for the rollover and cco templates, otherwise null shall be used.

Renewal Provisions (rollover)

The Renewal Provisions (rollover) template provides users with additional information related to the specific provisions for exercising the right to renewal/rollover the associated transmission service reservation.

The query parameters associated with this template may be specified by the user to limit the set of service reservations whose Renewal Provisions are to be returned in the template response.

The deadline for submitting a RENEWAL request to exercise rollover rights (if any) shall be captured in the RENEWAL_DUE_TIME data element. The maximum amount of reserved capacity that is considered eligible for on-going rollover rights shall be made available in the ROLLOVER_ELIGIBLE data element.

If known and applicable, duration and capacity limitations to renewal/rollover rights associated with a confirmed reservation are documented in one or more sets of ROLLOVER_START_TIME, ROLLOVER_STOP_TIME, and ROLLOVER_CAPACITY data elements returned as continuation records. Each continuation record associated with a given transmission reservation shall be identified by the CONTINUATION_FLAG Data Element set to 'Y' and include the ASSIGNMENT_REF Data Element.

The ROLLOVER_ELIGIBLE and ROLLOVER_CAPACITY over time data elements shall be updated to reflect changes in these related service attributes due to exercising of rollover rights (Renewals) or conveyance of those rollover rights to other service reservations as applicable.

The ROLLOVER_ELIGIBLE and ROLLOVER_CAPACITY over time data elements shall be updated to reflect changes in these related service attributes due to exercising of rollover rights (Renewals) or conveyance of those rollover rights to other service reservations as applicable.

If there is no additional renewal/rollover information associated with a reservation selected via the query parameters, there will be no record returned in the template response for that reservation.

The query parameters below are to be applied in the same way as to the associated reservation data elements as defined in the transstatus template to select the specific reservations whose renewal/rollover information is to be

returned.

For transmission services that have ongoing rollover or renewal rights, the Transmission Provider shall document those rights and any limitations over time through the rollover template data elements RENEWAL_DUE_TIME, ROLLOVER_ELIGIBLE, ROLLOVER_START_TIME, ROLLOVER_STOP_TIME, and ROLLOVER_CAPACITY.  Continuation records shall be used if the ROLLOVER_CAPACITY value changes as a function of time by listing each applicable time interval and capacity eligible for rollover/renewal in the ROLLOVER_START_TIME, ROLLOVER_STOP_TIME and ROLLOVER_CAPACITY data elements. The first value for ROLLOVER_START_TIME shall be set to the value of the latest STOP_TIME value associated with the request/reservation as shown in the transstatus template response, i.e., rollover template response records begin at the end of the transmission service requested/reserved. If there is no limitation on rollover rights, ROLLOVER_STOP_TIME shall be null and the ROLLOVER_CAPACITY shall indicate the capacity eligible for rollover for all future time.

On confirmation of any Renewal request or request to Redirect on a Firm basis with rollover rights, the values for the ROLLOVER_ELIGIBLE, ROLLOVER_START_TIME, ROLLOVER_STOP_TIME, and ROLLOVER_CAPACITY data elements shall be updated and returned in response to the rollover template query.

If not, the Transmission Provider should verify that the submitting Customer has a valid agency agreement with the original transmission service agreement holder and is authorized to submit such a request on behalf of that entity.

The transmission service attributes, e.g., TS_CLASS, etc., should match the corresponding attributes in the reservation specified in RELATED_REF.  However, changes may be made to these attributes over time such that some differences are necessary to accommodate changes in the Primary Provider’s business practices.  This also applies to changes in service points, e.g., PATH, etc., over time.

RENEWAL requests may be subject to offering of partial service as a result of competition and/or failure to exercise a right of first refusal.

If the Transmission Customer does not wish a Long-Term Firm Point-to-Poiint Transmission Service request to be evaluated for conveyance of rollover rights, the Transmission Customer  must submit the request with the ROLLOVER_WAIVED data element set to ‘Y’ in the transrequest  template.

The Primary Provider shall evaluate each REDIRECT on a Firm basis as any other new request for firm point-to-point transmission service.  Primary Provider business practices establish the requirements for service duration, submission time, evaluation time, confirmation time, etc.

OASIS or Primary Provider procedures should verify that the transmission reservation identified in RELATED_REF meets all the requirements to support the redirect of transmission rights to the new service points.  This should include the validation that the current rights, the Capacity Available for Redirect, held on that reservation in the amount of the REDIRECT over time have not been encumbered by any other confirmed redirects, resales, schedules, CCO conditions, etc.  This capacity validation may occur at any point in the request process, but shall always be performed prior to setting the REDIRECT STATUS to CONFIRMED.

Once CONFIRMED, the transmission rights held on the RELATED_REF reservation in the amount of the REDIRECT shall be permanently released by the Primary Provider and conveyed to the REDIRECT reservation. The only mechanism for the Transmission Customer to return to the original points of receipt and/or delivery is to submit another REDIRECT request.

The impact on ATC for the reservation identified by RELATED_REF shall be released and the impact of the REDIRECT transaction on ATC shall be accounted for in the amount and over time of the redirect simultaneously.

The impact of the REDIRECT transaction on the reservation(s) identified by RELATED_REF shall be posted and viewable using the reduction  template.

OASIS or Primary Provider procedures shall also apply any outstanding conditions that may exist from the Parent CCO Reservation to the REDIRECT reservation, if applicable, (e.g., Number-of-Hours Criteria or System-Conditions Criteria) in accordance with WEQ 001-n.5.2.2.1 and WEQ 013-2.6.1.4. and any outstanding conditions shall be viewable using the cco template.

If the REDIRECT is eligible for the conveyance of rollover/renewal rights, these rights shall be communicated through the transstatus rollover template data elements RENEWAL_DUE_TIME, ROLLOVER_ELIGIBLE,  ROLLOVER_START_TIME, ROLLOVER_STOP_TIME, and ROLLOVER_CAPACITY.  Conveyance of rollover rights to the REDIRECT request/reservation may have an impact on those rights held on the RELATED_REF reservation.  These impacts on the RELATED_REF reservation shall be documented through an update to the rollover template data elements ROLLOVER_ELIGIBLE, ROLLOVER_START_TIME, ROLLOVER_STOP_TIME, and ROLLOVER_CAPACITY data elements associated with the RELATED_REF.

If the Transmission Customer does not wish a Long-Term Firm request to Redirect on a Firm basis to be evaluated for conveyance of rollover rights, the Transmission Customer  must submit the request with the ROLLOVER_WAIVED data element set to ‘Y’ in the transrequest  template.

Basic Continuation Records

The first example of the use of Continuation Records is for the transrequest template submitted by a Transmission Customer, “MOP” for purchase of a Transmission Service reservation spanning 16 hours from 06:00 to 22:00 with "ramped" demand at beginning and end of time period. Two additional reservation requests are also submitted in this request prior to and following the profile to demonstrate the handling of ASSIGNMENT_REF by the OASIS Node.  The last request is for a purchase from a Reseller, “EFG”.

The OASIS S&CP identifies which Data Elements may appear in continuation records.  For profiled request of capacity, the Data Elements START_TIME, STOP_TIME, CAPACITY_REQUESTED, and BID_PRICE are repeated in continuation records to define each segment of the profiled requests.  Specification of any values corresponding to COLUMN_HEADERs that are not specified as being allowed in continuation records will be ignored, however commas must be included to properly align the Data Elements associated with each continuation record.

4.  SUPPORTING DOCUMENTATION
a.  Description of Request:

In the FERC Order 676, under Docket No. RM05-5-000 dated April 25, 2006, the Commission made the following conclusions:
51. Standard 001-9.7 does not specify clearly the parties’ responsibilities with respect to the ability of a customer requesting a firm redirect to obtain rollover rights on the redirect path.[1]  Under section 22.2 of the pro forma OATT, a request for a firm redirect is like a request for new transmission service.  The transmission provider, therefore, is required to offer rollover rights to a customer requesting a firm redirect if rollover rights are available on the redirect path.  However, the transmission provider may not operationally be able to offer rollover rights on the requested redirect path due to reasonably forecasted native load needs for the transmission capacity.

52. Standard 001-9.7 provides that “unless otherwise mutually agreed to by the primary provider and original customer, a request for a Redirect on a Firm basis … [does not] confer any renewal rights on the redirect path.”  (Emphasis added).  This phrase could be interpreted to mean that the parties to an agreement may mutually agree to eliminate rollover rights and that a transmission provider may agree, but is not obligated, to offer rollover rights on the redirect path even when such rights are available.  These provisions are inconsistent with the pro forma OATT and the Commission’s policies.  In addition, the last phrase of the standard also conflicts with the last sentence of section 22.2 of the pro forma OATT, which is limited to the period while the new request for service is pending.  Therefore, we will not adopt Standard 001-9.7 at this time, but will allow the WEQ to reconsider the standard and to adopt a revised standard consistent with the Commission’s policies.

53. The comments on this issue show that there is confusion in the industry regarding the provisions of sections 22.1 and 22.2 of the pro forma OATT.  To assist the WEQ in developing a standard that is consistent with the Commission’s policy, we offer the following guidance.

54. Section 22 of the pro forma OATT addresses changes in service specifications.  Section 22.1 pertains to modifications on a non-firm basis and section 22.2 covers modifications on a firm basis.  Under section 22.1, a firm point-to-point transmission customer may request non-firm transmission service at secondary receipt and delivery points (points other than those specified in the service agreement).  Section 22.1(c) provides that the transmission customer shall retain its right to schedule firm point-to-point transmission service at the receipt and delivery points specified in its relevant service agreement in the amount of its original capacity reservation.

55. Under section 22.2, any request by a transmission customer to modify receipt and delivery points on a firm basis is treated as a new request for service.  This section also provides that, “[w]hile such new request is pending, the Transmission Customer shall retain its priority for service at the existing firm Receipt and Delivery Points specified in its Service Agreement” (emphasis added).  Once the new request is accepted and confirmed, the transmission customer loses all rights to the original receipt and delivery points, including rollover rights associated with the original path.

56. Bonneville asserts that the Commission has stated that the redirect requestor retains section 2.2 reservation priority rights on its original path. [2] Under section 22.1(c), which pertains to redirects on a non-firm basis, the transmission customer retains its right to schedule firm point-to-point service on its original path.  This means that the transmission customer retains its original rights on its original path including its rollover rights on its original path and the requestor does not obtain new rollover rights on the redirected path.  However, there is no similar provision in section 22.2 for redirects on a firm basis.[3]
57. Southern Companies argues that a request by a transmission customer to redirect service on a firm basis cannot change that customer’s rollover rights on the original path and does not confer rollover rights on the redirected path.  We disagree.  Section 22.2 provides that, while a transmission customer’s request for new service on a firm basis is pending, the transmission customer retains its priority for service on its existing path, including rollover rights on its existing path.  However, once a transmission customer’s request for firm transmission service at new receipt and delivery points is accepted and confirmed, the new reservation governs the rights at the new receipt and delivery points and the transmission customer can obtain rollover rights with respect to the redirected capacity.  In addition, at the time the transmission customer’s request for the redirected capacity is accepted and confirmed, the transmission customer loses all rights to the original receipt and delivery points, including rollover rights associated with the original path.

58. As part of its process of review, NAESB identified several questions that were raised regarding rollover rights under the pro forma OATT during members’ deliberations on Standard 001-9.7.  These questions generally raised issues with respect to whether customers retain rollover rights on both the original and the redirected path.

59. A long-term firm transmission customer may request multiple, successive redirects and, as provided in section 22.2 of the pro forma OATT, each such successive request is treated as a new request for service in accordance with section 17 of the pro forma OATT.  As a new request for service, each request is subject to the availability of capacity and subject to the possibility that the transmission provider may not be able to provide rollover rights on the new, redirected path.  For example, assume a transmission customer with a one-year agreement for service between points A and B.  If the transmission customer seeks to redirect on a firm basis in month 4 to points C to D and then redirect back to points A to B thereafter, at the end of the one year agreement the transmission customer would have rollover rights only with respect to points A to B.[4]  With the same assumptions, if the transmission customer begins with points A to B, but redirects in month 4 to points C to D for the remainder of the one-year agreement, the transmission customer would have rollover rights only with respect to points C to D.  If the transmission provider is unable to provide rollover rights on any redirected path, whether to points C to D or, thereafter, to points A to B, it would have to demonstrate at the time of the redirect request that it has native load growth or contracts that commence in the future that prevent it from providing rollover rights.[5]
60. If a transmission provider claims, either at the time of the original transmission request or at the time of a redirect request, that it is unable to provide rollover rights because it has native load growth or a contract that commences in the future, it must still offer transmission service for the time preceding the native load growth or commencement of the future contract.  As explained above, however, it may limit rollover rights based on native load growth or contracts that commence in the future.

61. Further, if a transmission customer with a long-term firm transmission agreement requests to redirect on a firm basis for one month and then redirect on a firm basis back to its original receipt and delivery points for the remainder of the term of the agreement, such requests do not convert its existing long-term firm transmission service agreement into separate short-term transmission service agreements.[6]  Under this scenario, the transmission customer has rollover rights for the original receipt and delivery points, because those are the points to which it has rights at the end of the agreement.

In the FERC Order 676-A, under Docket No. RM05-5-002 issued September 21, 2006, the Commission made the following conclusions:
Rollover Rights

Rehearing Requests

5. Southern Companies requests that the Commission clarify, or, in the alternative, grant rehearing of, certain findings in Order No. 676.  Specifically, Southern Companies disagrees with the guidance provided in Order No. 676 concerning rollover rights and argues that the guidance provided by the Commission is inconsistent with the Commission’s pro forma OATT adopted in Order No. 888.
  Southern Companies objects to the Commission’s guidance that, under section 22.2 of the Commission’s pro forma OATT, a transmission customer may request multiple, successive redirects and that each redirect is treated as a new request for service with rollover rights.
  Southern Companies finds this inconsistent with the fact that section 2.2 of the Commission’s pro forma OATT provides rollover rights only for long-term firm transmission service.  It argues that rollover rights do not accompany requests for short-term redirects of firm transmission service.

6. Midwest ISO argues that there should be no rollover rights on a redirect path. Midwest ISO contends that the guidance in Order No. 676 that the “transmission provider, therefore, is required to offer rollover rights to a customer requesting a firm redirect if rollover rights are available on the redirect path” is inconsistent with the Commission’s pro forma OATT.

Commission Conclusion 

7. In Order No. 676, the Commission adopted a number of NAESB standards regarding redirects, but declined to adopt Standard 001-9.7 regarding rollover rights, finding that the standard did not clearly define parties’ rights and obligations and appeared to be inconsistent with the Commission’s pro forma OATT and the Commission’s policies.
  The Commission provided guidance to NAESB concerning our current precedents under Order No. 888 regarding rollover of service as it related to redirects to assist NAESB if it were to try to develop a new standard.  Southern Companies and Midwest ISO seek rehearing of the Commission’s policies with respect to rollover rights and redirects.

8. Because the Commission did not adopt the NAESB standard on rollover rights and redirects, the Commission made no changes to its existing Order No. 888 policies concerning rollovers and redirects.  Thus, no action was taken in Order No. 676 that would be the proper subject of a request for rehearing.  As such, Southern Companies and Midwest ISO must continue to comply with their OATTs and Order No. 888
 in administering their policies with respect to rollover rights and redirects.  The related issues raised by Southern Companies and Midwest ISO can better be addressed in individual cases in which they arise than in this rulemaking, which has not changed the requirements of Order No. 888 regarding redirects and rollover rights.  Moreover, issues with respect to general modifications to the Commission’s rollover and redirect policies have been posed in Docket No. RM05-25-000,
 which would be the more appropriate venue for Southern Companies and Midwest ISO to raise their concerns with the Commission’s rollover and redirect policies.

In the FERC Order 890 under Docket Nos. RM05-17-000 and RM05-25-000 dated February 16, 2007, the Commission made the following conclusions regarding Redirects and Rollover rights:

1280. Commission policy allows a redirect of firm, long-term service to retain rollover rights, even if the redirect is requested for a shorter period. In other words, the rollover right follows the redirect, regardless of the duration of the redirect. Contrary to the comments of Bonneville, MISO, and Southern, the Commission did not impose this requirement for the first time in Order No. 676, but merely provided guidance to the industry by restating Commission policy on this matter. The Commission has explained in prior orders that a transmission customer making a firm redirect request does not convert its original long-term firm transmission service to short-term service, nor does it lose its rollover rights under its long-term firm transmission service agreement. The Commission’s concern underlying this policy is that long-term customers should not need to choose between redirecting on a firm basis and maintaining rollover rights, rather their rollover rights should be retained consistent with the long-term nature of their service. 

1281. In Commonwealth Edison Co., the Commission explained that a “request to change a delivery point on a firm basis for one month and then to revert to its original delivery point does not convert its existing long-term firm transmission service agreement into two separate short-term transmission service agreements.”782 The Commission stated that section 22.2 was intended to provide flexibility to transmission customers to permit them to react in a competitive market and that some amount of this flexibility would be lost if a long-term firm transmission customer seeking to modify its delivery points would lose its rollover rights.783 782 95 FERC ¶ 61,027 at 61,083 (2001). 783 The Commission, however, recognized that this flexibility was not unlimited – any change to a delivery point is treated as a new request for service for purposes of the availability of capacity.

1282. The Commission affirmed this policy in American Electric Power Service Corp.784 In that case, a long-term transmission customer (Exelon) had been granted a short-term redirect, but denied rollover rights on the redirected path. The Commission found the denial of rollover rights was improper, since the “redirect request made by Exelon did not convert Exelon’s long-term firm transmission service to short-term service, and therefore, did not affect Exelon’s rollover rights under its long-term firm transmission service agreement.”785 Thus, there is no inconsistency between the Commission’s redirect policy and Order No. 676.

In the FERC Order 890-A under Docket Nos. RM05-17-001, 002 and RM05-25-001, 002 dated December 28, 2007, the Commission made the following conclusions regarding Redirects and Rollover rights:

Modification of Receipt or Delivery Points

 [note: Paragraphs 697 and 698 are from the summary section – summarizing prior Commission Decisions]

697. Pursuant to Section 22 of the pro forma OATT, a transmission customer taking firm point-to-point service may modify its receipt and delivery points, i.e., redirect its service, on either a non-firm or firm basis.  In Order No. 676, the Commission adopted the “Standards for Business Practices and Communication Protocols for Public Utilities” developed by the NAESB’s Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ).
  The WEQ standards include standards addressing requirements for redirects on both a firm and non-firm basis, all of which were incorporated by reference into the Commission’s regulations except for WEQ Standard 001-9.7, which addressed the impact of redirects on the rollover rights of a long-term transmission customer.  Order No. 676 directed the WEQ to reconsider WEQ Standard 001-9.7 and develop a revised standard consistent with Commission policy.

698.
In Order No. 890, the Commission affirmed reliance on the NAESB process to develop business practices implementing the Commission’s redirect policy.  The Commission also determined that the reforms adopted in Order No. 676, in combination with the OATT-related reforms adopted in this proceeding, were adequate to ensure that transmission providers do not engage in undue discrimination when a customer seeks to modify its receipt and delivery points on a firm basis.  With respect to the effect of redirects on rollover rights, the Commission affirmed its policy allowing a redirect of firm, long-term service to retain rollover rights, even if the redirect is requested for a shorter period.  The Commission concluded that a transmission customer should not have to choose between maintaining its rollover rights and redirecting on a firm basis.  The Commission noted, however, that any change to a delivery point would be treated as a new request for service for purposes of determining availability of capacity.  As a result, a redirect right does not grant the customer access to system capacity or queue position different from other customers submitting new requests for service.  The Commission also provided guidance regarding the processing of, and pricing for, redirected service.

Commission Determination

704.  The Commission denies petitioners’ requests to amend the rights of rollover customers to redirect their service.  Under section 22.2 of the pro forma OATT, a request for a firm redirect must be treated like a request for new transmission service.
  As a new request for service, each redirect request is subject to the availability of capacity and subject to the possibility that the transmission provider may not be able to provide rollover rights on the new redirected path.  The transmission provider is required to offer rollover rights to a customer requesting a firm redirect only if rollover rights are available on the redirected path, i.e., to the extent not restricted based on reasonable forecasts of native load growth or preexisting contracts that commence in the future.
 

705.  As the Commission explained in Order No. 890, rollover rights follow the redirect regardless of the duration of the redirect.
  A transmission customer making a firm redirect request does not convert its original long-term firm transmission service agreement into two short-term service agreements, nor does it lose its rollover rights under its long-term firm transmission service agreement.
  At the same time, a customer can exercise its rollover right only at the end of the contract.  Thus, if a customer with rollover rights chooses to redirect its capacity for less than the full remaining term of the contract, absent some further request to redirect, the original path will automatically be reinstated and rollover rights would remain on only the original path.  By contrast, if the customer chooses to redirect its capacity until the end of its contract, the customer would have rollover rights along only the redirected path, and only to the extent not restricted based on native load growth or future contracts along the redirected path. 

706.  We therefore reject requests to restrict rollover rights to longer-term redirects.  A long-term transmission customer may request multiple, successive redirects for firm service.  This discretion is limited by the fact that each successive request is treated as a new request for service in accordance with section 17 of the pro forma OATT.  Each request is therefore subject to the availability of capacity and subject to the possibility that the transmission provider may not be able to provide 

rights on the new, redirected path.
  If the customer has not been granted rollover rights for a redirect that extends to the end of its contract, the redirected service will terminate on the same date as the parent service.  

707.  We also reiterate that a customer cannot exercise any rollover rights unless it first has provided the appropriate notice to the transmission provider.  If a customer requests and is granted a rollover right prior to the relevant notice deadline (60 days for pre-Order No. 890 agreements or one year for all others) and subsequently requests and is granted a redirect for firm service for the remainder of the contract term (i.e., within the notice period), the new reservation governs the rights at the new receipt and delivery points and the customer can obtain rollover rights with respect to the redirected capacity to the extent rollover rights are available for the redirected points.  If, however, a customer fails to request a rollover right prior to the relevant notice deadline, the customer forfeits rollover rights along the current or any redirected path. 

708. We clarify, to the extent necessary, that transfer capability is not freed up for earlier queued service requests until a redirect has been granted.  A redirect request must be evaluated in accordance with section 17 of the pro forma OATT using the same system assumptions and analysis applicable to any other new request for service, including whether sufficient ATC exists to accommodate the request.
  If there is insufficient ATC to offer service to customers in the queue, and an existing customer requests redirected service, any increase in ATC along the original path is contingent upon the acceptance and confirmation of the redirect.  It cannot be assumed at the time of a redirect request that the transmission provider will grant the request.

At the November 4th meeting of the WEQ EC, it was determined that an EC Task Force with the purpose of holding discussion with with FERC Staff regarding remaining questions on the Commission Rollover of Redirect policies. The EC Task Force held a teleconference with FERC Staff on January 8, 2009. In addition to responding verbally to question raised by the EC Task Force, FERC Staff also provided written guidance.

Written guidance provided by FERC Staff prior to the teleconference:

Redirects and Rollover Rights:

FERC Staff’s Interpretation of the OATT

1.
Eligibility for rollover rights follows the redirect if the redirect is for the remaining term of the contract (i.e., not paired with a redirect back to the original path), although the transmission provider may restrict rollover rights on the redirected path if necessary to serve reasonably forecasted native load growth or preexisting contracts that commence in the future.  See Order No. 890 at P 1280, 1286; Order No. 890-A at P 705; Order No. 676 at P 51, 57-59.

2.
Renewal on a particular path does not limit the customer’s rights associated with subsequent redirects.  See Order No. 890-A at P 707. 

3.
Failure to renew a reservation by the renewal deadline date waives all rollover rights for the reservation.  See Order No. 890-A at P 707.

4.
Partial renewal reduces the eligibility for rollover rights to the amount renewed.  Cf. Order No. 890-A at P 707.

5.
Restrictions on rollover rights stated in a service agreement do not follow a redirect.  See Order No. 676 at P 51, 59; Order No. 890-A at P 704, 706.

6.
Granting rollover rights on a redirected path does not affect the ability of the customer to redirect, subject to availability, back to the original or another path.  See Order No. 676 at P 59.

Written guidance provided by FERC Staff after the teleconference:

Rae – 

Following up on our call yesterday, we have the following to offer regarding Ed’s hypothetical of a partial quantity redirect of a 100 MW reservation with rollover rights of 60 MW on the parent reservation.  We are of the opinion that a customer should be eligible to receive up to 100 MW of rollover rights for that reservation if it redirected, subject to availability on the redirect path.  

Consistent with the above, if the customer redirected 50 MW to a new path for the remainder of the contract term, and retained 50 MW on the parent path, the customer would have 50 MW of rollover rights on the parent path and, subject to availability, up to 50 MW of rollover rights on the redirected path.  The amount of rollover rights available on the parent path would be within the original limitation stated in the service agreement, and the amount of rollover rights on the redirected path would not be restricted by that limitation (although a separate limitation may apply depending on the results of the transmission provider’s study).  The aggregate rollover rights would be 100 MW, equal to the amount for which the customer is eligible under the contract.  That is, a customer signing, and paying for, a contract for 100 MW of the appropriate length is eligible to receive 100 MW of rollover rights for that contract.  The only reason those rights were limited for the parent path is because capacity was not available on that path.  If capacity is available on an alternative path, the customer should be entitled to receive rollover rights up to the amount associated with its contract.

Similarly, if the customer redirected 30 MW to a new path for the remainder of the contract term, and retained 70 MW on the parent path, the customer would still have only 60 MW of rollover rights on the parent reservation and, subject to availability, up to 30 MW on the redirected path.  The aggregate rollover rights would be up to 90 MW, less than the amount for which the customer is eligible due to the restriction stated in the contract.

Please forward this as appropriate to the participants on yesterday’s call.  Thanks again for the opportunity to consider and discuss the issues the EC is working through, and let us know if there’s anything else we can do to be of assistance.

Implementation of FERC Orders.

d.  Commentary/Rationale of Subcommittee(s)/Task Force(s):

The following commentary/rationale is provided to aid in understanding this first draft of the recommended standard proposed by OATI:

001-9.7: FERC declined to adopt 9.7 and asked NAESB to reconsider FERC policy with respect to conveyance of rollover rights.  Hence, this standard recommendation.

001-9.7.1: This standard and its subordinate standards 9.7.1.1-9.7.1.5 are proposed to clearly identify when a customer wishes to convey rollover.  The Commission’s Orders actually have less flexibility than proposed in the recommendation in that they do not envision an option to retain rollover regardless of redirect.  One could read the “guidance” that if I redirect on firm basis to end of term of long-term reservation it ALWAYS conveys rollover – assuming they are not limited.  9.7.1 and subordinate standards specify exactly what must be submitted – it’s a long-term (aka YEARLY) Redirect, submitted prior to renewal deadliine (after that you have no rights to rollover), and must match end of term of service.  The only “gotcha” is that it will be a “YEARLY” service that could be for one-day (the last day) of service submitted 60 (or 1 year) in advance.  FERC has been very clear that making a shorter duration (aka MONTHLY) redirect does NOT change the fundamental long-term nature of the rights ot the original.  They have reaffirmed this policy addressing TranServ comments with respect to resale of a conditional firm weekly service – I read this as clearly in physical rights situations, the rights purchased govern, not how they may later be remarketed, redirected, etc.  So let’s allow them to submit a long-term service and ignore timing if it’s a REDIRECT.  This is REALLY great when we look at OASIS Implementation Guide on RENEWAL.  As written, if I submit a renewal against MONTHLY, most would invalidate it out of hand.  So, you have a REDIRECT that’s YEARLY for one day – and RENEWAL is okay as it starts on parent stop, service is same, etc.

Now, we COULD limit the minimum term of the redirect to MONTHLY as that is the only example the Commission (Staff) made – their “guidance” was a less than yearly, monthly request that still conferred rollover.

001-9.7.1.5: This is a catchall for things like trying to redirect more MWs or outside of start/stop of parent, that are already prohibited by the rest of the 001-9 standards.

001-9.7.2:  This clarifies that if you don’t qualtify under 9.7.1, you get no rollover – that means long-term redirects in “mid-stream” are no better than short-term firm redirects that end conincident with the long-term service.

001-9.7.3: These requests get no special treatment with respect to the queue of LONG-TERM requests for service with rollover.  Another justification that even though the “term” of the request doesn’t qualify as “long-term”, the treatment in the queue does set its priority relative to others that are also seeking long-term service with rollover.

001-9.7.4: Specifically suggest that when releasing the rollover rights of parent, consider that only release to the most restrictive limit.  If I hold a limited right to renew 100 MWs on an original request for 200 MWs and I redirect 100 MWs that is accepted with rollover, I did not drop my orignal path rollover to 0, but to the lower of 200 -100 =100 or limited rollover = 100, which means as customer I am not unduly harmed by my decision to move to another path.  I am paying the full boat on both paths, so I don’t see an equity issue here.
WEQ ESS-ITS Additional Justification in Support of Draft Recommendation 

On January 8, 2009, the WEQ EC Task Force held a conference call with FERC Staff regarding rollover rights on firm redirects. During the call, FERC Staff provided significant guidance to the Task Force. In February, the EC remanded the standard back to the subcommittee for further review and discussion, taking into consideration the conference call with FERC Staff.  One crucial question that was discussed was whether or not FERC Staff interpreted Commission Orders as precluding NAESB from developing standards that allowed customers to choose the path, Parent or redirected, on which they would hold rollover rights for future terms. Staff stated that NAESB may adopt business practice standards to provide for flexibility for instances in which a customer opts out of rollover rights for a redirected path, essentially allowing the customer to retain rollover rights on the Parent path. This question – whether FERC Orders precluded NAESB from developing a FERC-acceptable standard that allowed customer flexibility -- had been a significant stumbling block to the ESS-ITS in prior efforts to develop standards addressing rollover rights on redirects. FERC Staff’s statement and guidance provided clarity that was essential in facilitating the development of the recommended standard now before the EC.

The subcommittee unanimously determined that drafting customer flexibility into the standard was appropriate. The concept of flexibility is supported by all segments of the industry (including transmission customers and transmission providers) and aligns with desired market operations.

Another key determination made by the subcommittee was to work within the confines of the current OASIS system. This includes the software structure as well as provider and customer TSR processing and procedures which are consistent with today’s TSR processing and procedures.  By maintaining consistency with current standards, implementation of the new processes is optimized for both providers and customers.  For example, there is no ability in the current OASIS functionality to automatically redirect a confirmed renewal when a Parent is redirected. The recommended standard continues the current method of having a Parent TSR which may subsequently be renewed through a separate TSR.  Upon confirmation of the renewal TSR, the rollover rights for subsequent terms will be held on the renewal reservation. Because the renewal will have exercised the rollover rights of the Parent, the rollover rights on the Parent reservation will be removed.  Customers can redirect the renewal (including the associated rollover rights, if desired) just like any other confirmed reservation, thereby achieving the FERC-indicated result.

The subcommittee also established a process to provide information to the customer to assist them in determining which path is most appropriate for their needs. This process also follows long-held queue processing rules.  

The recommended standard provides additional rules that balance interests between customers and providers. For example, requests to redirect firm service with rollover will be considered “long term” regardless of the actual duration of the redirect request, reflecting the fact that this becomes a long term commitment.  These requests will receive the highest reservation priority available (Service Request Tier 1 status). This status places the request in a higher priority than short term requests – a true benefit.  This favorable treatment is given only to redirects where the quantity that is redirected is matched by an equal quantity of rollover rights (capacity eligible for rollover) on the redirect. Because the request is long term, it must be submitted on the same timeline as other long term requests (60 days prior to service start date). This allows time for the necessary evaluation by the provider and decision making by the customer.  Not restricting this could lead to game-playing that could ultimately harm other transmission customers and the market.

With the flexibility and optionality provided to customers in the recommended standard, controls and checks needed to be instituted to ensure that no more rollover rights are granted on a redirect than the Parent was originally eligible to receive. In accordance with the guidance given by FERC Staff, the subcommittee recognized that two different values were required to appropriately track and monitor rollover rights.  This realization led to revisions to the definition of Unexercised Rollover Rights and the creation of new defined term, Capacity Eligible for Rollover. Capacity Eligible for Rollover is used to track the movement of rollover rights – to redirects and renewals. Unexercised Rollover Rights add an additional element to monitor path-specific limitations on rollover rights. The two values are critical to ensuring that path-specific restrictions on rollover rights are not transferred to or otherwise impact the rollover rights in response to a request to redirect firm service.  These values further ensure that confirmations of renewals and other redirects will be reflected in subsequent redirects and renewals.

Many reviewers have noted the length of the recommended standard. In reality, the document is primarily comprised of examples intended to be an appendix to the standard. The subcommittee began its deliberations by documenting examples to ensure that all participants in the ESS/ITS understood the positions and concepts of all other members of the ESS/ITS.   After development and review of the examples, the subcommittee determined that the examples would be helpful, perhaps crucial, to the industry’s understanding of the implementation of the recommended standard. Accordingly, despite the addition to the length of the standard resulting from the addition of the examples, the subcommittee believes that the value added by inclusion of the examples far outweighs the burden of the additional length.

�Jim/Marie's comments: MISO – Comments inserted in the document.  MISO agrees with Paul’s comments above.  The Capacity Eligible for Rollover should not limit the capacity eligible for redirect.  The capacity eligible for redirect is strictly the original reserved capacity of the parent, less existing confirmed redirects, and assuming available ATC/AFC.  Comments inserted in Examples 11 and 15 below.


�Jim/Marie's comments: MISO – We request clarification on what is meant by the term “qualifying” in 001-0.nn, rather than just using the word “confirmed”.  Does using “qualifying” potentially open the door for defining “Capacity Eligible for Rollover” as relating to anything else other than confirmed transmission service?


�Paul's comment: Recommend using language consistent with that used in the Capacity Eligbile for Rollover defintiions.


�Paul's additional comments: This is a new requirement that should be spelled out clearly.  Because of the ‘Tier 1’ nature of the service, this prevents a Redirect request submitted for the full amount of the TSR from even being considered if the parent has already been renewed (in whole or in part).  The other problem is addressed in 9.7.8 below.


�SRS comments: This section seems to be out of place in the standards since it references all additional requirements in section WEQ-001-9 that occur before and after this section.


�Ed/Christina's comments: Entergy recommends that this scenario in example 9  be better described as an option in the language of the standard as specified in  001-9.7.3.1.  This language also conveys that Customers have options for redirecting beyond the notification deadline for rollover rights in accordance with FERC guidance in Order 676 p. 59 and 890 (and its progeny [Order 890A p. 704 and 707]).


�Jim/Marie's comments: �MISO – Please consider adding verbage in 001-9.7.4 to explain what is referred to as “Tier 1” (i.e. a reference to the specific NAESB standard where this is described).  While this is a recognized term and part of the NAESB OASIS standards,  a future reader who has not read through all of the NAESB standards may find this confusing.





�Paul's additional comments: Std 9.7.1.4 blocks submission that would exceed capacity eligible for rollover.  Std 9.7.6 stipulates that if prior queued Renewals might conflict (over-commit)  with redirect with rollover, TP/TC must act on the renewals before the redirect  This std stipulates that when finally considered for evaluation, any renewals that are now confirmed are factored into the capacity granted and eligible for rollover to prevent over-commitments.





Conceptually this is same thing we did for Capacity eligible for redirect in the rest of WEQ-001-9 stds.  You can block submit that overuses whats available on parent, but still have a check/safety valve that when finally ready to confirm, still have to have that capacity on the parent.





Note that my proposed wording may not be ‘required’, but thought it better to be more clear that we are talking about limiting both the capacity under redirect itself AND the on-going eligible for rollover..  See Example 15.





�Jim/Marie's comments: MISO – We (PJM and  MISO on behalf of NYISO, ERCOT, IESO and ISO-NE recognizing these organizations are not under FERC jurisdiction and do not offer physical transmission rights or services through their FERC-approved Tariff) do not support the ability of the Transmission Customer (TC) to submit pending multiple requests for Redirect with Rollover Rights as presently included in the draft standard.  This additional optionality will result in unreasonable burden on the Transmission Provider (TP).  Each set of requests for simultaneous redirection of the  of the same transmission capacity requires the TP to split the existing cases.  Each subsequent set of simultaneous redirection requests causes geometric growth of the iterations of studies the TP must perform.  Furthermore, the exisitng OASIS functionality will not have the ability to accurately support and account for pending, multiple requests.  The TC should only have the ability to submit Redirect Requests up to the original Reserved Capacity of the parent reservation.  If any of those Redirect requests are refused due to lack of ATC/AFC, only then can additional Redirect requests be submitted.  Again, the sum of all requests for Redirect with Rollover Rights is limited to the original Reserved Capacity of the parent, less any confirmed Redireccts for the same time period.  





The following  revision to 001-9.7.8.2 is provided:





The Transmission Customer shall be allowed to submit cumulative Redirect Requests only up to the original Reserved Capacity of the Parent reservation.  Capacity Eligible for Rollover on Redirect Requests shall also be limited by the current Capacity Eligible for Rollover on the parent. 





�Bill's comments: We do not support the ability of the Transmission Customer (TC) to submit pending multiple requests for Redirect with Rollover Rights as presently included in the draft standard.  This additional optionality will result in unreasonable burden on the Transmission Provider (TP).  Each set of requests for simultaneous redirection of the same transmission capacity requires the TP to split the existing cases.  Each subsequent set of simultaneous redirection requests causes geometric growth of the iterations of studies the TP must perform.  Furthermore, the exisitng OASIS functionality will not have the ability to accurately support and account for pending, multiple requests.  The TC should only have the ability to submit Redirect Requests up to the original Reserved Capacity of the parent reservation.  If any of those Redirect requests are refused due to lack of ATC/AFC, only then can additional Redirect requests be submitted.  Again, the sum of all requests for Redirect with Rollover Rights is limited to the original Reserved Capacity of the parent, less any confirmed Redireccts for the same time period.  





�Jim/Marie's comments: MISO – The term withdraw is a Status assigned by the Transmission Customer ; section 001-9.7.8.2.2 states “The Transmission Provider shall have the right to withdraw”. Perhaps nullify or annul might be a better term to use.


�SRS comments: The explanation for Capacity Eligible for Rollover is confusing with the definition in 001-0.nn.  In this requirement it references the “lower of” in the definition of Capacity Eligible for Rollover it does not reference a “lower of” value.  In the definition of Capacity Eligible for Rollover, some additional language may be added to reference this section


�The minimum term option was removed via a subcommittee vote to rescind – motion #15.


�Paul's, JT's, SRS, & Co-chairs comments: change all instantances Changes incorporated.


Jim/Marie's comments: MISO – Please consider integrating the “ROLLOVER_WAIVED” field (initially discussed in transrequest template section) into the rollover template query so that a user can query which Market Participants have chosen this option.


Subcommitte did not incorporate comment. Optionality to make a queriable field is already availablefor the TP’s needs.  Moving this to the rollover template would be significant because the rollover template is a read only.  To implement this change the rollover template would need to become an customer input template.  


�Paul's & JT's comments: As commented during Subcommittee reveiew, the disclaimer in paragraph two that precedes this entire section indicates the requitement for the Servcie Attributes.  This column should be removed as it does not add any value to the examples. Changes incorporated


�SRS & Co-chairs comments: change all occurances Changes incorporated


�Ed/Christina's comments: Entergy recommends that this scenario be better described as an option in the language of the standard.  See recommendation for additional language at 001-9.7.3.1.   This language also conveys that Customers have options for redirecting beyond the notification deadline for rollover rights in accordance with FERC guidance in Order 676 p. 59 and 890 (and its progeny [Order 890A p. 704 and 707]).


�Paul's comments: This example is in direct conflict to our interpretaiton of  Standsard 9.7.8 which states the rollover rights conveyed is lower of redirect MW or remaining capacity eligible for redirect.  In this exmple, the redirect request should be evaluated for 100 MWs to end of term with on-going rollover of 40.  The sub-standards of 9.7.8 regarding not confirming or withdrawing acceptance were originally included in the Redirect standards to allow multiple redirects only one of which may be eligibile to be confirmed then the others can be blocked/retracted by the TP.  If this example is truly the desired behavior it should be stated explicitly in the standards, which don’t feel is the case above.  One should consider the consequences where there are pending renewals ahead of the Redirect which may be confirmed and then would cause the redirect to be invalid rather than just evaluated with reduced level of rollover conveyed.





Paul's additional comments: This example now aligns with suggested changes, specifically 9.7.1.4.


Jim/Marie�'s comments: MISO – Since TSR2 is already in the confirmed state, the Redirect should only be eligible for 60MW of rollover, and have 60MW of unexercised rollover at this point in time.


Subcommittee did not incorporate the comment, but the value will be TBD with footnote annotated by the subcommittee.  This will be in effect for all redirect requests that have not been acted upon.  


�Paul's comments: To be consistent with Example 15, one would have expected this request to be counteroffered with redirect MW at 100 and rollover capacity capped at 60, OR counteroffered with redirect MW of 60 and rollover capacity capped at 60.


Subcommitte did not incorporate. Co-chair will explain to the EC.


�Paul's additional comments: Missed this in OATI comments; this refernece was incorrect 9.7.6 should have been 9.7.7. Changes incorporated


�JT's comments: This is the correct status to make consistance


Subcommittee accepted this change.


�JT's comments: To correctly convive Capacity Eligible for Rollover


Subcommitttee accepted this change.


�Jim/Marie's comments: MISO - MISO disagrees here with 100MW should default to 50MW for both Eligible and Unexercised based on the same logic used in comments in Example 11.  See next MISO comment below as well, both are linked in the logical approach.


Subcommittee will incorporate this request as a TBD.


�Paul's comments: Agree with this interpretation of standard 9.7.8, which also supports the comment/contention that Example 11 is incorrect and in conflict with 9.7.8.  Example 11 should be revised to show the Redirect of 100 MW allowed to stand but conveyance of rollover limited to 60 MWs


�Jim/Marie's comments: MISO – see MISO comment above.(17).  This will be incorporated as a TBD.


�Paul's comments: Agree with this interpretation of standard 9.7.8, which also supports the comment/contention that Example 11 is incorrect and in conflict with 9.7.8.  Example 11 should be revised to show the Redirect of 100 MW allowed to stand but conveyance of rollover limited to 60 MWs


Jim/Marie's comments: MISO - MISO agrees with OATI on this point, see MISO comment in Example 11 where MISO echos the same approach.

�Jim/Marie's comments: MISO - See MISO comments] above, this MW value should be 50MW, not 100MW.

�Jim/Marie's comments: MISO – see above comments. This should be 50MW and they should not have to go through the counteroffer process.  Limiting this to 50MW up front would streamline the process making it more timely and efficient, and achieve the same end result.

�Paul's comments: Unclear why the redirect during term of service was not allowed to be granted at the full 100 MWs.  If the intent is to always limit the redirect MW at end of term to match the Capacity Eligible for Rollover, then standard 9.7.8.1 should be revised to reflect that BOTH the redirect capacity and rollover capacity are evaluated at the revised level respecting prior queued Renewals.  Also Example 11 should be revised to show a Counteroffer on the Redirect (not INVALID) to be at 60 MWs at end of term and 60 MWs rollover.


Jim/Marie's comments: MISO - MISO  agrees with OATI that the redirect should be available  up to the full 100MW of reserved capacity of the parent (of course that number could be reduced if there were other confirmed redirects prior to TSR3).  We strongly disagree with any proposal that the MW value of the redirect would/should in any way be limited by Capacity Eligible for Rollover.  The treatment of Redirects of the Parent reservation is independent of Capcaity Eligible for Rollover, Unexercised Rollover Rights, etc.  You can redirect the full 100MW original reserved capacity of the parent but the rollover rights associated with those Redirects  is dictated by processing and confirmation of renewals on the various paths and the sequence of those confirmations.


Based on review of the MISO comment, subcommittee is of the opinion the value should  be 50 MW.  MISO is satisfied/understands leaving the value at 50 MW.


�Jim/Marie's comments: MISO - Once again, see above comments. This should be limited to 50MW by default to avoid the unnecessary counteroffer sequence.


�Paul's comments: per comment 7


�SRS comments: In table 8 the header “Transmission Customer confirms the Renewal” should be more specific since the table has three different RENEWALs listed.  A suggestion is “Transmission Customer confirms Renewal of Redirect” – Comments are addressed in the Co-chair’s comments.


�Paul's comments & additional comments: Note that IF the Redirect MW at end of term is revised and counteroffered at 50 MWs, this should be 50 MWs.  Otherwise the prior table should reflect the 100 MWs and this value remains at 100 MWs.


Same comment as Comment 30.


�Paul's comments: Whether this could be 100 MWs or not is based on a consistent approach to Examples 11 and 15.


Paul's additional comments: This example has the TP counteroffer based on agreement with customer off-line.  It could just as easily (and legitimately) be submitted as COUNTEROFFER for 100 with Cap eligibile for rollover at 100 and unexercised at 75 and have the TC REBID it down to 75.  Do we want to show that example or leave this as is??


JT's comments: This is 100 to be consistent


Paul is ok with the 75 MWs.





TSR2 Counteroffer box should be shaded.

JT is ok with value staying 75 MW.





Boxes are shaded appropriately.  The TSR2 should be NA for the three capacity fields.
