DRAFT MINUTES
1. Welcome 
Mr. Buus welcomed the participants to the meeting, and the participants introduced themselves.  Ms. Trum delivered the NAESB Antitrust and Meeting Policies reminder.  Mr. Buus reviewed the agenda.  Mr. Browning moved, seconded by Mr. Sloan, to adopt the agenda as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition. 
The participants reviewed the draft minutes from the June 4, 2025 meeting.  No modifications were offered.  Mr. Browning moved, seconded by Mr. Sloan, to adopt the draft minutes as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.  The final minutes from the meeting are available through the following hyperlink:  https://naesb.org/pdf4/weq_ciss060425fm.doc. 
2. Continue to Discuss 2025 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.a – Review annually, at a minimum, the current version of the NAESB Electronic Tagging Functional Specification and make revisions as necessary to ensure the specification continues to be supportive of applicable NERC Reliability Standards and NAESB WEQ Business Practice Standards and is reflective of current cybersecurity best practices
Mr. Buus stated that as part of 2025 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.a, the participants would need to determine if any modifications are needed to the e-Tag Functional Specification to ensure the requirements are consistent with and supportive of the NERC Reliability Standards and WEQ Business Practice Standards or address cybersecurity considerations.  
The participants reviewed the e-Tag Functional Specification.  Mr. Buus noted that there are several sections that reference applicable requirements in the NERC Interchange Scheduling and Coordination (INT) Reliability Standards.  He asked if any participants were aware of any changes or modifications to these reliability requirements that would impact the e-Tag Functional Specification.  Mr. Browning stated that NERC Reliability Standard INT-006-5 Evaluation of Interchange Transactions and INT-009-3 Implementation of Interchange are the two remaining NERC INT Reliability Standards with mandatory reliability requirements subject to enforcement and have not been revised since 2019.  He suggested that there is likely not a need to revise the e-Tag Functional Specification as the subcommittee reviewed INT-006-5 and INT-009-3 as part of previous standard development efforts.  There was general agreement from participants.
Mr. Buus asked if there were any cybersecurity-related issues or concerns that should be addressed as part of the annual plan item.  None were offered.

The participants discussed the defined term In-Kind Losses.  Mr. Buus noted that the definition uses the word “coincident” and asked if this accurately describes how the term is used.  Mr. Browning stated that while the e-Tag Specification addresses loss calculations, the defined term In-Kind Losses is only used as part of the definitions for other defined terms.  He asked if the term is still needed.  Mr. Sloan stated that XML schema uses In-Kind Losses.  Mr. Buus suggested that the term be retained as the defined terms included in the e-Tag Functional Specification also address those used in the XML schema.  
Ms. Wollan stated that as a vendor, OATI receives questions from customers regarding the use of concurrent and in-kind losses.  She noted that there appears to be a lack of industry documentation on this topic and suggested that this may be an area where additional clarity would be beneficial.  Mr. Buus stated that the scope of the annual plan assignment is limited to changes to specification necessary for consistency with the applicable business practices or reliability standards and cybersecurity purposes.  He noted the consideration changes to WEQ-004 Coordinate Interchange or the e-Tag Functional Specification to better clarify practices around loss calculations could be addressed through a separate standards effort. 
Mr. Buus asked if there were any other considerations participants would like to provide for subcommittee discussion as part of the annual plan assignment.  None were offered.  Mr. Browning suggested the participants develop a no action recommendation in response to the annual plan assignment.  There was general consensus to proceed in this manner.

The participants drafted a no action recommendation.  Mr. Browning moved, seconded by Mr. Sloan, to adopt the no action recommendation.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.

Ms. Trum stated that the NAESB office would distribute the no action recommendation for a formal comment period.

3. Discuss Next Steps and Future Meetings
Mr. Buus noted that the WEQ CISS has completed its assigned standard development efforts included in the 2025 WEQ Annual Plan.  He stated that the chairs would work with the NAESB office to schedule additional meetings, as necessary, including to address any formal comments submitted in response to the no action recommendations in support of 2025 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.b, voted out during the previous meeting, or 2025 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.a.
4. Other Business

Mr. Buus stated that as part of the previous and current meeting, participants had identified e-Tag practices and procedures where there may be confusion or a need for additional clarity.  He noted that while there was a narrower scope for 2025 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.a, these areas could be more substantively discussed as part of future annual plan assignments or in response to industry submitted request for standards development. 

5. Adjourn
The meeting adjourned at 1:55 PM Central on a motion by Mr. Browning, seconded by Mr. Sloan.
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
